® Don't handle the charger plug or use the vacuum cleaner with wet han ds.

® Donft vacuum up sewage, hot coals, cigarette butts, matches or smoking hot burning items or use in an area where
there may be harmful fluids (chlorine, bleach, and ammonia drain clea ner).

@ Don't vacuum up cement, gypsum powder, wall powder; construction waste and other small particles, or toy, paper
mass and other large objects, otherwise it will cause the blockage, motor burn out and other faults.

® Don't run over the charger cord or use the vacuum cleaner if the charger cord or plug is damaged. Please contact
our authorized distributor.

® Don't try to short the terminals of the battery and the charger.

® Don't disassemble and do not dispose of in fire. Do not attempt to disassemble the battery or remove any comp on
ent projecting from the battery terminals.

® Please protect the unit and charger from heated surfaces or near open flames.

® Please make sure make sure the filter and brush roller are fitted correctly before using your vacuum cleaner.

® Please turn off and remove the battery from the vacuum cleaner or change before carrying out any maintenance.

® Please make sure the battery is fully charged for the 1st time using. Charging and discharging the vacuum cleaner
each 3 mon ths if it is stored for long time.

® Please turn off all controls on the vacuum cleaner before disconnecting or connecting the battery.

® Please store your vacuum cleaner; charger and battery in a cool, dry area.

Product Assembly

Assemblevacuum cleaner accessories

When you begin to use the hand-held vacuum cleaner; you need to insert the sofa brush or crevice
nozzle into the suction port,as shown in the figure (Figure1)

Disassemble the dust cup

At the bottom of the suction port of the body, there is a One-press dust release button.

When pressing the button, the dust cup will spring out.

Firstly you should pull out the lock button of the dust cup assembly in the director shown, and the dust
cup will slide out from the machine. (Figure2)

Assemble the dust cup

Firstly, slide the tab on the dust cup into the slot on the bottom of the motor housing until it clicks in
to place. (Figure 3)
Secondly; press the dust cup in the director shown until you hear a 'click'. (Figure 4-5)

Charging

The unit must be charging on the docking station.

Prior to first use, the lithium-ion battery must be charged completely, even if it comes with a partial
charge. During first use, discharge fully to properly condition the battery. It takes approximately
10-12 hours to charge battery completely. Plug the charging dock into a DC outlet.

Light during charging
When charging, the charging indicator is fading in and out.
When the indicator light is solid blue, it means that the vacuum cleaner is fully charged and ready for use.

Light during use

When in use, the indicator light is solid blue. When the remaining power can only eno ugh for about 2
minutes, the blue in dicator light starts to flash until the machine stops working.

CAUTION: The vacuum cleaner has a special charging hang-up.

WARNING: Use only the included docking station to charge. Use of

function. When the vacuum cleaner is in the charging process,
pressing the switch butt on cannot start the cleaner.

Cleaning and replacement

HEPA and stainless steelfilter are available for purchase from the vendor

It is recommended to clean the dust cup in time after each use. When the filter accumulates too much
dust, it needs to be cleaned and replaced if necessary.

After long-term use, the brush head may entangle some long flocs such as hair. And it needs to be
cleaned in time to make the cleaner work more effectively.

Cleaning the dust cup and the filter

Without removing the dust cup, place the dust cup vertically above the rubbish bin, and press the button
regarding the picture, the dust cup will swing open, and the trash will directly fall into the rubbish bin.
Tap dust cup filter screen lightly to knock off dust and debris. (Figuret)

Remove the dust cup:Press the dust cup release button on the botton of the body.
Hold the dust cup in the direction of the arrow and slide it out as shown in the figure (Figure2)

With the power off, twist the stain less steel filter and HEPA to remove regarding the picture to clean or
replace. (Figure 3)

Remove the HEPA for cleaning or replacement. (Figure 4-5)
After cleaning and washing, HEPA should be dried in a ventilated place.

Assemble in the converse way of disassembly. (Figure 5)
